Traditional rehabilitation approaches often assume that clients are both motivated and ready to change behaviour. When a person is not motivated to do so it is often thought he or she needs more information to bring about such change. If this fails a person might be thought of as poorly motivated or 'lacking insight': yet this is often not so. In fact, advice giving can be counter-productive in treatment settings.
